











Check Your
Heating System

Your heating system should
be inspected annually.

Besides the safety

benefits, a well-

maintained heating

system will run more

efficiently and save you

money. Ask a professional

plumber or heating

contractor to check your furnace

or boiler, plus all vents, chimneys, and

flues before you use them. A typical heating

system check-up should include adjusting the
fuel/air mixture, cleaning nozzles or burners,
checking filters, and testing the system.

Other ways to stay safe:

O Be sure there are no obstructions in
your registers, cold-air return ducts, or
heating ducts.

O Change or clean your furnace filters
frequently during the heating season. Dirty
or clogged air filters restrict airflow and
make your heating system work harder.

O Keep all combustible materials far away
from your heating equipment.
