The most recent data – in this case for calendar year 2017 – is provided by the 
PSC and the New York State Energy Research and Development Authority 
(NYSERDA).

•	 If you receive your electricity supply from us, your environmental disclosure 
	 information is provided in the chart located at the right and on our website 
	 at rge.com.

•	 If you receive your electricity supply from a supplier other than us and your 
	 supplier’s charges are included in your RG&E bill, your supplier’s 
	 environmental disclosure is published periodically as a separate 
	 bill insert with your RG&E bill.  

•	 If you buy electricity from a supplier other than RG&E, and 
	 are billed directly by your supplier, you should receive 
	 environmental disclosure information from your supplier.
