Wmter meter safety tips

Natural gas chimneys and vents should be kept
clear of snow and ice to prevent the buildup of
potentially deadly carbon monoxide.

- Electric and natural gas meters and regulators
should be kept clear of snow and ice by using a
broom or by hand - not a shovel. Never bury
electric or natural gas meters, natural gas pipes or
natural gas regulators with snow.

- Please clear a pathway to outside meters so we have
clear and safe access. We'll be able to provide you
with a bill based on your actual energy use if we can
access your meter safely.

- Should a meter become encased in ice, or begin to

make an unusual noise, please call us at 800.743.2110.

Natural gas piping
safety notice

Corrugated Stainless Steel Tubing (CSST) is a
yellow flexible pipe used to provide natural gas to
many homes and businesses. If you live or work in
a structure built between 1990 and 2006, or if gas
line work was performed on your building during
that period, be aware of possible safety hazards
associated with CSST.

Some 500,000 new homes in the United States
have CSST installed each year. Since regulations
directing how pipes are bonded and grounded
were not adopted until 2006, you should have your
piping system inspected by a licensed electrician.

If the CSST was improperly installed and lightning
strikes the structure, the traveling lightning could
cause a natural gas leak or possibly a fire. If your
system isn't in compliance, a professional can help
you take steps to protect your home or business.
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
